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Better and Best

1. The maintenance fee for the Clean & Simple card is [higher than / lower than] 
the maintenance fee for the World Caller card. The [Clean & Simple card / 
World Caller card] has a better maintenance fee.

2. The access fee for the Galaxy card is [higher than / lower than] the access fee 
for the World Caller card. The [Galaxy card / World Caller card] has a better 
access fee.

3. The hang-up fee for the Clean & Simple card is [cheaper than / more 
expensive than] the hang-up fee for the Galaxy card.
